Strategies for competitive, sustainable and secure energy


The three projects showed their preliminary and expected results. Remarks made on these results are the following:
· Important to have information on the potentials to identify options of the different types of territories but also land use conflicts need to be identified.
· It needs to be identified what changes in the policy approaches (as for example to get out of nuclear power production and to strengthen sustainable energy sources) means for the different territories.
· Involvement of different policy level is of high importance. It was concluded that there will be finally a mix of centralised and decentralised production sources.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]The impact of decisions taken today will have an impact in the future and the aspect of lifestyle plays an important role in this respect. The dependencies of regions on energy production and supply need to be considered and the implementation of changes will take time.
· Maps and case studies are very important tools to communicate the project results. Additional case studies are needed for sustainable energy production at local scale and to identify best practices of conflict management. Results presented in the Priority 1 Projects as ReRisk and EU-Lupa should be translated to the local level. And regional policy makers have a demand for maps of their regions. Recent data is needed in order to take account of changes after the economic crises. 
· Benchmarking needed to link with similar regions.
· Energy consumption and alternative energy production should receive more focus in the future research.
