[bookmark: _GoBack]The EDORA (European Development Opportunities for Rural Areas) project (Copus et al., 2011), presented a suite of three regional typologies (Copus and Noguera 2010). The first of these (Dijkstra and Poelman 2008) was a classification according to rurality and accessibility; - essentially a modified version of the well-known OECD typology. The second typology focused upon economic restructuring, and the third upon socio-economic performance. In 2011 DG Regio published an updated version) of the first of these typologies (Dijkstra and Poelman 2011), incorporating updated information, and a more sophisticated analysis. Within the context of the preparation of a forthcoming book (Copus and de Lima, 2014) the Structural and Performance typologies have been updated, following an identical methodology to that reported by Copus and Noguera (2010), but incorporating the most recent data (2009-2011) available from Eurostat during the spring of 2013. These updated typologies are now compatible with the second version of the Dijkstra-Poelman typology.
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
